Burns describes transforming leadership this way: Such leadership occurs when one or more persons
engagewith others in such a way that leaders and followers raise one another to higher levels of
motivation and morality. Their purposes, which might have started out as separate but related, as in the
case of transactional leadership, become fused.

Transformational Leadership is a style first described by American historian and political scientist
James MacGregor Burns in his 1978 book Leadership and expanded on during the 1980s by fellow scholar
Bernard M. Bass. Burns had studied wvarious political leaders, including both Franklin D. Roosevelt and
John F. Kennedy, and it is during this period he developed his leadership theories, including
Transformational and Transactional Leadership.
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Transformational and Transactional Leadership James MacGregor Burns, who studied political leaders like
Roosevelt and Kennedy, first described these two distinct styles of leadership in his 1978 book,
Leadership. He used the word ' transforming ' rather than ' transformational'. Both terms are used here,
and they mean the same.
